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Theses verses from Psalm 71 remind us that the concept of God’s grace was a strong 

theme in the Old Testament as well as in the New Testament. 

 

Psalm 71 

1 
In you, LORD, I have taken refuge; 

    let me never be put to shame.

In your righteousness, rescue me and deliver me; 

    turn your ear to me and save me. 
3 

Be my rock of refuge, 

    to which I can always go; 

give the command to save me, 

    for you are my rock and my fortress.

Deliver me, my God, from the hand of the wicked,
